REVIEW REQUEST: A preapplication review by the Mono County Land Development Technical
Advisory Committee (LDTAC) is requested for the following project. Briefly describe below the
type of project, units, square footage, etc. Please attach expanded narrative if available.

Disabled Sports Eastern Sierra (DSES) is pursuing the purchase of Fern Creek Lodge to be used as the
home of the National Wounded Warrior Center (NWWC). The Center will use the existing lodging units to
provide a mix of short and long term lodging for veterans with disabilities pursuing adaptive recreation,
life skills development, education, and vocational training in the Eastern Sierra. Guest participants will
live at the facility for varying periods of time from a couple nights to six months or more. Initially we
expect to house eight to 15 participants at a time for short (one week) or long term (6+ months)
programs.

The existing lodge would be used as a gathering space for meetings, educational programs, and group
meals, with the addition of a kitchen eventually to allow for meal prep. We would also have some space
in the lodge for staff offices. Another cabin, likely DeNoon, would be converted to office/ storage space
as needed.

The existing cabins, with the exception of DeNoon, would be used for lodging for veterans with
disabilities participating in NWWC/ DSES programs and some staff housing. We plan to renovate the
majority of the existing cabins to meet accessibility needs wherever possible. A facility manager will live
on site and a mix of seasonal and year-round staff will support programming at the center. Some of these
staff may also live on site.
